Because each unit contains at least one of each of these categories, it is important that you complete all of the assignments for a passing grade. The quality of your work above and beyond the basic requirements will give you higher scores and make earning and A a engaging, rewarding and memorable learning experience.

Attendance -  25% of 9 wks grade

· One point is earned every day the students is in class.

· Students are required to be in school everyday. It is important in this class to hear and see the demonstrations and other students work and to be involved in the conversation about art and artwork.

· Any student missing more than 10 classes will not receive credit for the class
· Any student who misses10 days in a row will be dropped from the roster..

Art History, Artists and Vocabulary and Tests - 25% of 9wks grade

· Each art lesson includes instruction on essential art vocabulary, art history and art criticism.

· Tests and quizzes are included in this category

Practice Exercises - 25% of 9 wks grade

· Essential skills required for the production of final art work are taught and practiced in class to increase the level of competence and confidence in the art student. 

· There are usually more than one of these skills required to complete each  final project.

Final Exercises - 25% of 9 wks grade.

· There are typically four final projects per semester. Final exercises demonstrate your individual creativity and skill in producing art works. 

Grading Criteria

· Contrast, Craftsmanship, Creativity and Eye Catching qualities are considered when grading final student work.

· Written work must be written in complete sentences. Critical thinking is an essential element of some of our discussions and work. Of course, we will practice these more difficult mental skills in class before you will be required to think about them.
